From the Director      

     After a large amount of 
thought, I have decided that we 
will not be offering Falcon Horse 
Lover Camp as a program for 
2013. There are many factors 
involved and I really want to take 
a summer to decide the best 
direction for Falcon Camp and our 
entire horse program. In the 
meantime, we are working on a 
plan to create a half-day horse 
program within our Traditional 
Camp program that could satisfy 
many of our current horse campers 
and also please some of our 
traditional campers who want 
more horses but not all horses all 
day.
        When we first introduced the 
Horse Lover Camp about 15 years 
ago it was a unique program and 
grew immediately popular with 
campers from all over the country. 
We designed it for girls who had 
enough riding experience to know 
they loved horses and wanted to, 
as the logo says, “eat, sleep and 
breathe horses”. These were 
mostly girls who rode throughout 
the year and spent their time at 
Falcon just absorbing everything 
possible about horses. In the past 
8-10 years there has been a 
proliferation of so many riding 
barns that now offer summer day 
camp programs and encourage 
their students to stay home and 

ride at their barn (kind of flattering 
in a way that in Ohio there are a 
number of programs now called 
“horselover camp”). As such, we 
have not been attracting enough of 
the type of camper our program 
was designed for. Another 
important consideration for us is 
that we have had a waiting list for 
girls in our Traditional Camp 
during parts of the summer while 
Horse Camp was only partially 
filled. If there is no Horse Camp 
then there is another cabin 
available for girls in our 
Traditional Camp.
        This has nothing to do with 
how nice and how excited our 
Horse Campers have been, but it 
does have lots to do with what we 
want to accomplish as a camp.
        So, where does that leave us? 
Consider Horse Lover Camp to be 
on a “sabbatical” as we pause to 
see what makes sense. We’ll keep 
you updated on these plans. Any of 
you are welcome to contact me if 
you have any questions, ideas or 
concerns as Falcon continues to 
find ways to make each camp 
experience a positive one for all of 
our campers.
